• Respect for and following the directions of Flood LA staff leaders while at the retreat are 

expected at all times.

• Good common sense, respect, and consideration for others and their property are expected at 

all times.

• The use, consumption, possession, or distribution of alcoholic beverages, cigarettes/any tobacco 

products, and unlawful items such as illegal non-prescription drugs, are strictly prohibited during 

the event.  Anyone under the influence of any of the above substances will not be permitted at 

the camp.

! Prescription drugs must be notified to Flood LA staff pastors.

• Possession or use of a weapon is strictly prohibited. Possession or use of a harmful object with 

even the intent to hurt or to intimidate others will be prosecuted.

•  You will be held responsible (financially) for any willful damage done to the camp, camp 

property, or Flood LA staff property.
